	Borough Councillor Report:-

· Full council met recently to approve the Budget.  Approach the Government to raise Council tax by 9.9% but as CEC are under Best Value notice-it was not approved.
· Food waste update – CEC won’t be ready for this until autumn 2026.  When this happens, this will move the bin emptying to 3 weekly.
· A lot of planning applications still coming through (not in this parish) due to potential housing developments in the area.
· Leighton Hospital rebuild/planning– parking issues already for staff. Looking at more remote treatment/clinics to relieve pressure on physical wards.
· Flooding in The Crescent – CEC Highways have revisited and are aware of the issues.  BP still putting pressure on to get the problem sorted.
· Potholes still an issue in the parish – urged Cllrs to register potholes as Highways have to acknowledge them.  General feeling that there is no urgency or care regarding the improvement of the road surfaces.
· PCSO has been kept on in the ward. Excellent link for local parishes to Cheshire Police.
